Create a wildlife habitat by leaving
part of your yard wild and natural.
Please be sure to clean up litter
that might harm wildlife. Home-
made bird feeders are a great
way that the whole family can
help our fine feathered friends.
Also, be sure to keep your garden
bird bath clean with fresh water.

Once you have those few things
in place, your neighborhood
wildlife friends will be a little more
comfortable during the winter
season.

Please remember that wildlife
are wild animals and are not
pets, they are a critical part

of our world. It is vital for
wildlife to stay in their natural
environment.
