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Endangered Animals - Tigers

Tigers are the largest of all the Asian big
cats, at the top the food chain, and are one
of the most culturally important and beautiful
animals on this planet. However, they are
also among the most vulnerable and
threatened species on Earth.

Three tiger subspecies - the Bali, Javan, and
Caspian - have become extinct in the past
70 years. The six remaining subspecies -
Amur, Bengal, Indochinese, Malayan, South
China, and Sumatran - live only in Asia, and
all are threatened by poaching and habitat
loss.

Wild tiger numbers have fallen by about 95%
over the past 100 years. Tigers survive in
40% less area than they occupied a decade
ago.
